2019 Ying Scholar Competition
The Ying TRSEF offers the 2019 Ying Scholar Finals Round to each Semifinalist advanced by an Intel ISEF-affiliated regional fair in New York State. You have been awarded your $500 scholarship and your teacher will receive a $100 award, celebrating your selection as a Ying Scholar Semifinalist. The checks are cut and mailed directly to the student and teacher when registration for the Ying closes. Ultimately, two named Scholars will each receive an additional $2000 scholarship. Their schools or sponsoring organizations will each receive a $500 award. Dr. Nelson Ying hopes through this competition and the others which he sponsors to spur future scientists and engineers to contemplate how their work will benefit humanity, and to be guided by the call to make the world a better place through the use of their considerable gifts and talents. 

Senior Level Students selected as Semifinalists at their regionals submit a 10-page version of their written project report for review by a panel of distinguished leaders in the STEM fields of science, technology, engineering or mathematics. The Panel will select Finalists to present a live oral defense of their work on Saturday, April 27 at Onondaga Community College in Syracuse. Ying Scholars will be announced that afternoon at the Awards Reception.

Crucial to the Panel’s decision are such issues as:

1. articulation of the motivation which brought the student to this endeavor;

2. awareness of the impact of this research or design upon our society, in its current form or as the launching point of further effort;

3. demonstration of the student’s “ownership” of the concept and actual research done for work that has been submitted;

4. demonstration of a thorough understanding of the field in which the student has undertaken this research.

Submit all of the required e-documents and scans BEFORE the deadline. The Judges have the option of refusing to review anything submitted after the April 5th, 5:00 p.m. deadline.
